Digital Inter-Media Program

In response to our students who are interested in a concentration of course work in Computers, Software, and Digital Media, we have created the Digital Inter-Media Program.  This Program is available to Junior and Senior students.  

Program Overview:
The Digital Inter-Media Program is a concentration of coursework related to Computers, Computer Software, and Digital Media.  Students who wish to complete this program must apply for admittance by January 3rd of their Sophomore year of high school.  Additional students may be admitted to the program prior to the beginning of senior year if space permits and appropriate coursework has been completed.

In order to be eligible for admission to the program, students must complete the official application. This application will evaluate each student’s prior grades, effort, school conduct, and desire to seriously explore the Digital Computing field along with their likelihood of continuing related studies in college.

Once accepted into the program the following requirements must be met:

1. The student must register for and successfully complete the following seven courses offered at Bishop Timon-St. Jude High School with a minimum grade of 85:

a. Computer Science 1

b. Computer Science 2

c. Introduction to the Internet and Web Design

d. Visual Basic Programming

e. Graphic Design I

f. Digital Video I

g. Sound Recording I

2. The student must complete 4 years of mathematics study.

3. The following three courses are recommended but not required

a. Graphic Design II

b. Digital Video II

c. Sound Recording II

4. Student must keep a portfolio of their work, in both digital and paper format.

5. Completion of a senior thesis project under the supervision of the program moderator.  This project must be of sufficient scale to incorporate the majority of the media covered in their coursework.  The moderator must approve the project topic and specific benchmarks must be met throughout the student’s Senior year.  The project will culminate with a public presentation of the project, with the student offering a thorough explanation of the methodology used to produce it.

6. Students in this program will be guaranteed a seat in each of the required classes. Students in this program may become precluded from taking other desired electives due to the large number of courses required for the completion of this program.

7. If the student cannot earn a grade of 85 in each of the required classes he will be dropped from this program.

8. Students who successfully complete this program will receive a certificate of completion.  This certificate will explain the rigor of the coursework taken to earn it. It is recommended that the student include this certificate when applying to colleges.

Timeline:

Fall of Sophomore year - 
Complete application and turn in by January 3rd

October 1 of Senior Year -
Propose Senior Thesis Project.

November 1 of Senior Year -
Final approval of Senior Thesis Project; Begin work on project.

December 1 of Senior Year -
First Report of Thesis Progress due to program moderator.  If sufficient progress has been made, a letter will be given to you explaining that you are participating in this program and are due to complete it at the end of your Senior Year.

March 1 of Senior Year - 
Second Report of Thesis Progress due to program moderator.

April 15 of Senior Year - 
Final Report of Thesis Progress due to program moderator.

May 1 of Senior Year -
Senior Thesis Project is completed and turned in to Program Moderator.  Assign the date of your Public Presentation of your Senior Thesis Project. This should be scheduled for some time between May 1 and May 20. 

May 1 and May 20 (Senior) - 
Public Presentation of your Senior Thesis Project
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
